Any unauthorized change in personnel, equipment or working conditions as mentioned in the
application by the person authorized shall constitute a breach of his authorization.

It is the duty of the authorized person to take prior permission of the prescribed authority to close
down the facility and such other terms and conditions may be stipulated by the prescribed
authority. '

The occupier is required to ensure that, discharge of liquid wastes is in compliance with the
standards stipulated in the said Rules. As per Annexure-III. -

The applicant shall segregate the biomedical waste as per the Rules at individual ward level
before handling over to common biomedical waste treatment facility.
